  3  A parent 
 
  4  A local County Council Representative 
 
Why are parents on the Governing Body ? 
 
Parent Governors bring the views of  parents to the Governing Body but they speak 
and act as individuals.  They have equal status in the work of the Governing Body and 
have equal voting rights.  Parent Governors should be aware of encouraging parent 
interest and should become actively involved in drawing parents into the school.

THE SCHOOL 
 
Holy Trinity school is a Voluntary Aided Church of England School for boys and 
girls between the ages of   4-11. It is provided by its Church Trustees, managed 
by its Governing Body (a majority of whose members are appointed by the 
Church) and maintained by Lancashire County Council. 
 
We accommodate in the region of 240 pupils altogether and in present circum-
stances expect to admit up to 35 pupils each year. Admissions to the school are 
controlled by the Governors, as are appeals. 
 
The new Holy Trinity School was opened in 1973, therefore the school premises 
are relatively modern and there is a good range of equipment available for chil-
dren of all ages.  A comprehensive building programme, established over the last 
few years, has resulted in enlarged classrooms at Key Stage 2 ( formerly juniors) 
and a new classroom for Key Stage 1 (formerly infants).
